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CAN YOU ACCOMMODATE THE VISION/HEALTH SCREENING UNIT AT YOUR EVENT???

Facts regarding the Screening/health unit:

1) The unit is 40 feet in length, 9 ½ feet in width and 13 feet tall and weighs 23,000 lbs (12 ton).  Therefore, it is imperative that it be used in a space that will be able to hold the size of the unit.  Special attention should be given to narrow entrances, overhanging trees/wires, road and weight restrictions that would not support the size of this unit.

2) Parking can only be done on hard surface areas.  For example concrete, asphalt, tarmac, etc.  Parking must be with right side out of traffic flow and an extra 6 feet of side clearance for the wheelchair ramp.

3) The Van must not be left unlocked and unattended the entire time in the care of the club.  A club security plan is required for overnight stays.

4) The unit has a 30ft electrical service cord (220/50 amp) plus a 100ft extension, which requires a qualified electrician to hook into the service box.  The plug is a standard four wire 50 amp 220V range plug configuration.  The qualified electrician is NOT supplied.  

5) The unit should be cleaned and supplies (i.e. sterile wipes, tissues, trash bags, etc.) replenished at the end of the club event. Any defect or missing items should be reported via email to the Vision Van web site.

How to reserve the screening unit:

1) The sponsoring club must agree to support the unit and provide the adequate number of screeners from either their own club or the resources available through other clubs.

a. Note:  Generally, a club will not be able to provide an adequate number of screeners and also perform other fundraising duties.  Therefore, we strongly encourage the clubs requesting the unit for a fundraising activity to appropriately plan for the people that will staff the unit.
Adult Screening requires a minimum of 4 trained screeners

Children Screening requires a minimum of 3 trained screeners and 1 untrained volunteer to assist.

Adult & Children Screening (combined) requires a minimum of 6 trained screeners and 1 untrained volunteer to assist.

2) The sponsoring club should confirm the date is available by visiting http://www.lions25f.org/visionvan/ and clicking on the Van Calendar to see the schedule by either day, week, month, etc.

3) If the desired date is available, go back to the main menu on the District website and click on Scheduling which will automatically create an e-mail for you to send your requested date to the scheduling coordinator at visionvan25f@yahoo.com.

4) The scheduling coordinator will send a response questionnaire to your club and require that you complete approximately thirteen questions regarding your event, type of screening, and other various important items necessary to insure that the function is a success.

5) The club point of contact for the project should complete the questionnaire as soon as possible and forward the questionnaire back to the scheduling coordinator at visionvan25f@yahoo.com.

a. Note:  The requested date will not be reserved until the entire questionnaire has been completed and returned to the scheduling coordinator.
6) Upon receipt of the information, the scheduling coordinator will tentatively reserve the club’s requested date to be considered in prioritizing the utilization of the unit for that date.

a. Priority of the units utilization is as follows:
First Priority:  
To utilize the unit for screenings within Multiple District 25
Second Priority:
To utilize the unit for screenings within other Districts within Multiple District 25

Third Priority:
To utilize for “static” display functions by which no screenings will be conducted.  This type of function will require a board member to be present to answer questions about the van; it’s funding and its value to the community

NOTE:  THE UNIT WILL NOT BE USED IN A PARADE OR PARADE LIKE FUNCTION DUE TO POTENTIAL LIABILITY CONCERNS.

7) If the date is reserved for your club, the scheduling coordinator will confirm your requested date via return e-mail to the point of contact that submitted the original questionnaire.  At this time, your club’s name will be added to the scheduling calendar.

Staffing of the Unit:

1) The sponsoring club is responsible for staffing the unit during the function

Note:  The screeners operating the equipment are required to be certified vision screeners and must obtain their certification from Prevent Blindness Indiana indicating that they have passed the required training sessions.  The certification is good for three years.

2) If it appears that the unit cannot be staffed entirely by the sponsoring club, it is the responsibility of the sponsoring club to obtain additional trained screeners by using the resources of:

If you have not had a response from the individuals listed above within 24 hours, please call the next person on the list.  THE VISION VAN BOARD IS NOT RESPONSIBLE TO PROVIDE SCREENERS.
Advertising of your event is of the utmost importance. Contact local papers, put up posters to advertise. The van is a great recruiting tool for your club.

SCREENERS CAN BE TRAINED AS OF AGE 16.  AS SUCH, IT IS HIGHLY RECOMMENDED THAT CLUBS START CONTACTING OTHER CIVIC ORGANIZATIONS AND SCHOOLS SYSTEMS TO ASK AND INQUIRE ABOUT VOLUNTEERS.

WE ARE IN DESPERATE NEED OF VOLUNTEERS TO DRIVE THE UNIT.  CURRENTLY, WE HAVE MINIMAL AMOUNT OF DRIVERS AND WE NEED TO GET THEM SOME RELIEF.


DRIVING THE UNIT DOES NOT REQUIRE A CDL LICENSE;


IT DOES REQUIRE THE 25F SCHEDULING TRAINING.
